
1 – Proximal width larger than 25.0 mm (small peafowlPavo crista-

Note: Very large specimens of domestic fowl (especially modern
ones) may fall into one group with peafowls and turkeys but the zone

2 – (a) Foramen pneumaticum is oval and shallow (it may contain
several small foramina penetrating deeper); (b) Caput humeri usually
not undercut (almost) at all; (c) Crista coracoidea angular; (d) Tuber-
culum dorsale stands out from caput humeri. . . . . . . . . . . . .

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5– (a) In ventral view, distal part of crista bicipitalis forms a narrow,
sharp edge; (b) There is a very short but clear crest medial toattach-
ment of musculus pectoralis profundi; (c) Proximal edge of tubercu-
lum dorsale in line with caput humeri; (d) Foramen pneumaticum
penetrates deep into the bone. . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .

Wild galliforms including Lagopussp.,
Tetrao tetrix, Tetrao urogallusand Bonasa bonasia

5’ – (a) In ventral view, distal part of crista bicipitalis is either thick
and rounded or somewhat flattened but not sharp; (b) No crestmedial
to attachment of musculus pectoralis profundi; (c) Proximal edge of
tuberculum dorsale stands out from caput humeri; (d) Foramen pneu-

6– In ventral view, distal part of crista bicipitalis is thickand rounded

6’ – In ventral view, distal part of crista bicipitalis is clearly narrower

7– (a) Foramen pneumaticum relatively small and oval; (b) In anterior
view, crista bicipitalis angular; (c) Attachment of musculus latissimi
dorsi long, narrow and deep. . . .

7’ – (a) Foramen pneumaticum relatively large and usually rounded;
(b) In anterior view, crista bicipitalis rounded; (c) Attachment of
musculus latissimi dorsi broad and shallower. . . . . . . . . . . .
